Public transport inside Thiringen is free of charge as long as you have your "Thoska" student card with
you, which is very useful for traveling. Supermarkets and food prices are also lower than in Austria; it is a
bit easier to live a more relaxed life, especially if you are struggling with your budget. There is also a

cafeteria for students, which is really nice. People in Weimar really like to share their resources, so it is
easier to live there as a student, in my opinion.

Overall, | took 4 courses and the compulsory hours at Bauhaus were almost half of what | had in
Kunstuniversitat. They expect you to learn the skills or topics yourself after giving the basics, so you kind
of figure out things yourself with their support through the process, which is a bit different than the
teaching style | am used to.

Overall, it was a positive experience and | ahve no regrets of going there, | would suggest other people to
shoot their shot as well!
