The public transport connection to Riga's city center
(approximately 30 minutes, depending on where) is also really good (download mobilly app for the timelines
and the really cheap tickets). In general, the public transport and trains in Riga/Latvia are super cheap and
comfortable.

The flat was in a perfect location and was really
economical. | would recommend finding a place through local connections, as it is cheaper (be really aware
of scams, especially online). Overall, the cost of living in Riga is similar to that in Austria, especially for food
and going out for dinner. If you move away from the city center, things are cheaper. On the other hand,
public transport and trains are really cheap, so it depends. You can also find excellent second-hand stores
with monthly sales and good-quality stuff. | would recommend checking them out!

Latvian culture is unique, and | really enjoyed experiencing it along with Nordic and Baltic traditions.
Latvians might seem a bit reserved and distant at first, but you get used to it. The young population is more
open and more welcome to foreigners, and especially in Riga, you have a big international community. |
have to say that | often encountered a language barrier in my everyday life and in university, as the English
language is not so widely spoken, especially by the older generations.

When it comes to food, you can find good local and amazing international food in Riga.

For future art Erasmus students, |
recommend the Art Academy in Riga for its friendly atmosphere and the cool art scene not only happening
in the university, but all over Riga with nice exhibitions and events (such as the "Riga Last Thursdays"
event each last Thursday of the month, which has a longer and free opening for all the exhibitions).
